1.   Prepare the box for installation.  If the pushplate is to be hard-wired to the operator, remove either the knockout on the back or bottom
      of the box.  Then route the appropriate wire to the box.

2.   Attach the box to the mounting surface.  For surface mounted boxes, securely attach the box to the surface using the corner holes.
      For flush mounted boxes, cut a hole in the mounting surface large enough that the galvanized steel bracket will pass through the hole.
      Then use a Phillips head screwdriver to tighten the two screws that tighten the bracket to the inside of the wall surface.
